This year we will be assessing students each four-and-a-half weeks in preparation for the Virginia SOL
tests to be given in the Spring. These assessment scores will be a relatively small factor in determining in-
terim reports and nine weeks grades, because the primary goal of the assessments is to provide
IMMEDIATE assistance to those students who need it. We will not wait until the latter part of
the year to provide extra help to those who need it. Four-and-a-half week tests are compiled of test
items from reputable companies that make SOL preparation materials for many school systems in the state
and put together. The teachers and/or the administration determine the individual items on these tests.
Remediation may given on an individual or class basis depending on the needs. Please ask your child
how he/she performed on the tests. These scores will count only as a quiz grade.
